Letter From AnnaMae Muryasz

Dear Parishioners,

There is a story that is told about a person of prayer who wrote: “When I was young I thought of
myself as a revolutionary. My prayer to God was: ‘Lord, give the energy to change the world.” As I
approached middle-age and realized that my life was half over and I had not changed a single soul, I
changed my prayer to: ‘Lord, give me the grace to change all those who come into contact with me.
Just my family and friends and I shall be satisfied.” Now that I am old and my days are numbered, I
have begun to see how foolish I have been. My one prayer now is: ‘Lord, give me the grace to
change myself.” If I had prayed for this from the start, I would not have wasted my life.”

As the gospel reading states we must lose our life for the sake of the Lord to really find our life. That
does not mean waste it as in the story above but lose it for the Lord in living it for Him and Him
alone. We need to remember that the Gospel is not a tool by which we measure the actions of others.
Rather, the Gospel is a mirror by which we judge ourselves. It takes courage to look in the mirror
and even greater courage to change what we see. But unless we are willing to realize that the only
person we can change is ourselves and unless we are also willing to start making those changes, we
end up wasting our lives. We look out at others rather than looking in at ourselves. And when we do
that we waste our lives and do not contribute to the building up of the reign of God in our world.

If we want to be judged for all that we have done by God with His angels we need to live lives that
are exemplary and giving to the Lord of all that we have. All of this world is passing and only that
which we will have with God in the next is permanent.

Live your life today doing all preparing for eternity.
