With Labor Day weekend upon us already this means the summer fun is coming to a close and it is time to 

think about going back to school. For many of us this brings the thought of kids going to grade school, 

high school or college to do their studies but today I want to talk about learning more about our Catholic 

Faith. Children, tweens, teens, young adults and adults as well, have many opportunities to learn more 

about our faith.  With 2,000 years of history and writings and exemplary lives, we’ll never run out of 

things to learn!  
 

Let’s talk about adults first. We have some exciting things happening in the parish for you to experience 

your faith more deeply.  NDDLM has a vibrant Spiritual Men’s Group that explore issues Catholic men 

are confronted with. They discuss how to understand, defend and promote our Catholic faith and live as 

disciples of Jesus. For women we have Walking with Purpose which is a bible-based women’s group that 

explores the fundamental questions of our Catholic faith and our relationship with Jesus. Starting in Octo-

ber I will be hosting a bible study called Unlocking the Mystery of the Bible. This study takes us on a jour-

ney through Salvation History. More information on each of these groups can be found in the bulletin.    
 

Looking to the future there will be even more exciting things as myself and a few of our parishioners will 

be attending a conference at the end of September called ChristLife.  ChristLife is an evangelization pro-

cess, which is a relational way to make missionary disciples by helping people discover, follow, and share 

Jesus Christ. I look forward to learning more about evangelizing our faith and how we can make mission-

ary disciplines of us all.  
 

There is also many ways to learn more about our faith through the internet. Here is a list of a few you 

might want to explore: lifelongcatechesis.osv.com, catholicscomehome.org, bustedhalo.com. You can also 

download apps on your phone. One very popular one is Hallow, which does the Bible in a Year podcast 

with Fr. Mike.  
 

Last but definitely not least let talk about the children. First, I want to say thank you to everyone who par-

ticipated in our Summer Intensive PREP (Parish Religious Education Program). I hope your children en-

joyed the experience. Thank you to all my teachers and assistance who helped make this a successful year.

Your child must be signed up before the first 

day of class.

Reading I:    Wisdom 9:13-18b 
How can we know God, unless God's gives us wisdom? 

 The first reading from the Book of Wisdom is a set of re-

flections from Solomon's prayer. 

 The questions do not look for answers; they serve as an act 

of praise. 

 In today's passage, God's wisdom offers understanding on 

how to live.   

 

Reading II:   Philemon 1:9-10, 12-17 
Receive another, not as a slave, but as a very dear brother or 

sister. 

 Paul's letter to Philemon provides a good example of how 

Paul could encourage a member of one of his communities 

to act in a responsible, Christian way. 

 Treating a slave as a brother was unthinkable in the social 

context of the era. 

 Paul's short letter to Philemon illustrates living by God's 

wisdom rather than human wisdom.   

 

Gospel:  Luke 14:25-33 
Whoever does not renounce possessions cannot be my disciple. 

 In the New Testament, Jesus is the incarnation of God's 

wisdom, the teacher who taught humans how to live. 

 Jesus uses examples from human experience to illustrate 

messages with deeper meanings. 

 In today's Gospel Jesus uses the example of a wise builder 

to stress that discipleship is an all-consuming vocation.
