Message from Rev. Joseph D. Wallace, Pastor

Dear Parishioner,

Today’s Gospel message speaks of having a firm foundation in the Faith. Here at Notre Dame de la Mer we are
doing our best to provide for the young members of our parish this very foundation. Our primary vehicle for the
establishment of this firm foundation is our Catholic school. A Catholic education is a one-of-a-kind learning
experience because it focuses on more than just academics, though academic excellence is one of our hallmarks.
We believe that nurturing the entire person in mind, body and spirit is necessary for a happy, healthy and balanced
life. Our Catholic education here on the Island provides our children with the invaluable opportunity to expand
their knowledge, explore their passions, create community, strengthen their sense of self and come to know God
all in one place. We believe that Catholic education lays the foundation for compassionate yet judicious leaders
who are prepared to rise up to the complexities of a dynamic and ever-changing world. Our graduates have a solid
academic formation, spiritual fortitude, strong moral convictions and the desire to be civically engaged. Guided by
God’s grace, we give students the tools they need to shape their futures and to become their best selves. Our hope
is that given this firm foundation in the Faith our students move on to translate their spirituality, skills and scholar-

ship into actions that transform the world.

Here at Notre Dame de la Mer we presently have two schools for this purpose, Cape Trinity Catholic for our
grammar school age children and Wildwood Catholic for our high school age young people. Both of these schools
are housed in the same building in North Wildwood. We are presently engaged in a process of strengthening our
entire educational outreach here at the parish by beginning a planned consolidation of our two schools in a new
configuration. We are presently studying other K-12 models in our area and have employed Dr. Jeanne
Porcino-Dolamore, an educator with vast knowledge and experience in Catholic education, to oversee and guide
this process as director of consolidation. She will be working in close collaboration with our diocesan schools of-
fice, two principals, faculties, parents, students, parish administration and the wider Catholic and civic communi-
ties. I am excited that this long discussed hope is finally coming to fruition for the stabilization, enhancement and

strengthening of our Catholic school system here at the parish.
As this process unfolds and progresses we will keep you informed and will cull your necessary input in our plan of
consolidation. May the Lord bless all our efforts to strengthen and enhance Catholic education here at Notre Dame

de la Mer!

Liturgy Corner...learn something new or maybe even become inspired !

Question: Why does the priest put water in the wine at mass?

Answer:

The practice of mixing water and wine was common in the ancient world. Wines were usually
heavier than most modern vintages and to dilute them a bit made them more palatable and less inebriat-
ing. People also drank more wine since water in the ancient world could not be purified easily as is done
today. Thus, the wine used at Mass was mixed with water before the consecration in the usual manner of
all wine.

Mystically it came to represent our inclusion into Christ's Body by our baptism. The Priest says:
"By the mystery of the water and wine, may we come to share in the divinity of Christ who humbled him-
self to share in our humanity".

Though the practical reason to mix water and wine no longer is needed, it still remains a powerful
symbol and so its practice remains.
