Dear Parishioner,

| know it's a little early to be thinking about Christmas already but it’s just around the corner. | am
happy to announce that our Notre Dame de la Mer Choir will be offering the parish and wider religious
community an opportunity to celebrate a religiously oriented Christmas Concert, titled,” A Prelude to
Christmas” at St. Ann Church on Sunday, December 16, 2018, at 6pm. The Sounds of Christmas
concert has moved its venue to Middle Township this year. We thank them for providing an
entertaining program for many years at Assumption Church and wish them well in their future
endeavors.
