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Letter From Father Joseph Wallace 

Dear Parishioner, 
 
Very soon our parish will embark upon a much needed capital campaign named Catholic 
Strong. We have been chosen as one the pilot parishes to initiate the diocesan campaign. 
We have been chosen because of our proven record of generosity and loyalty to the 
Church. This is our opportunity to do our part in supporting our parish for its present 
needs and to ensure solid future for our children and grandchildren. The generations who 
came before us built from scratch the many parishes and schools that comprise our  
Diocese of Camden. Here in the Wildwoods past generations built three churches and two 
schools, added various additions in classroom space and gathering halls over the years. 
Now is our turn to continue this good work of building a living community of faith by our 
contribution to enhance, expand and maintain our parish’s patrimony through our  
generous response to Catholic Strong. 
 
The details of Catholic Strong and the exciting improvements to liturgy, Catholic  
education, outreach to both youth and seniors and an array of other plans to enhance our 
future here in Wildwood will be forthcoming. I just wanted to share with you my personal 
excitement and enthusiasm in reaching our goal of $1,330,000. Of which our parish will 
receive 70% of all money received, with just 30% going to support the diocesan structures 
that help all our parishes flourish throughout the diocese. Additionally, we will receive 
80% of all funds raised over our parish target.  
 
I remember as a child when my parents and grandparents were asked to build a church and 
school in my hometown of Woodbury Heights, NJ. It was a daunting task and a big ask  
financially to get that project off the ground. But with faith in their hearts, an eye on the 
future and trust that they would be blessed for their generosity, they built a wonderful 
school that I attended along with the convent that housed the Sisters that taught me and a 
beautiful church that has served the spiritual needs of thousands over the years. 
 
Those who have gone before us here in the Wildwoods have done the same for us. A  
parish family here in Wildwood has given us through the generosity and faith of those 
generations that have come before us. Two beautiful churches and schools have been  
given us through the generosity of our parents and grandparents on this beautiful island. 
Additions and enhancements over the years have brought greater beauty and faith to  
hundreds of thousands over our long history as a Catholic community here in Wildwood. 
They bequeathed to us a community Catholic Strong! 
 
Now is our opportunity to give to the future Catholics that will benefit from our generosity 
and faith, as we continue the good work begun from those who look down upon us from  
heaven.
