From the Desk of Deacon Nick Danze — Pastoral Associate

Dear Parishioners,
“They had been discussing among themselves on the way who was the greatest.”

We just heard that line in today’s Gospel passage from Mark. It’s kind of a puzzling verse. I have trouble
trying to figure out exactly what they were bragging about (or maybe even arguing about). One thing
seems to be pretty clear --- Jesus was not too happy with what he was hearing. And so, he sort of “corrects
them” --- clarifies a few things for them in case they were missing what he was truly all about, missing the
point of what he had been telling them and showing them for quite a long time.

“If anyone wishes to be first, he shall be the last of all and the servant of all.”
Evidently, Jesus’ idea of “greatness” and that of his disciples were two completely different things. And

Jesus wanted to make sure they understood the difference.

Most of us want to be “great” at something --- or many things. Great with people. Great at work. Great at
school. Great at sports. Great at fixing things. Great at music. Great at making money. Great looking.
Great at knowing stuff. Great at parenting. You name it. And there is nothing wrong with any of it, noth-
ing wrong with trying to be the best we can be at whatever it is we are trying to achieve --- whether that be
something rather trivial and insignificant or tremendously important and essential.

But if we could only be good at ONE thing, if we had to choose --- what would that one thing be?
My friends, the spiritual life, the life of a disciple --- a life lived for, in, and with God --- is not easy. But
it’s also not complicated. We really only have one duty, one responsibility, one “thing” we are called to

be “great” in --- love.

A “great” person in the eyes of God is one who loves a lot, loves often, loves deeply, and loves without
counting the cost.

Because we call ourselves Christian, and if we can only be great at one thing --- that one thing needs to
be “love”.

Without it, no other accomplishments of ours matter.
