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Message from Jonathan Delgado, Director of Liturgy and Music  

Dear Parishioner, 
 

In Today’s Gospel Jesus compares faith to the tiny mustard seed. Only a little bit of faith can cause 
amazing things to happen in our life. If we think of some of the people who have passed on their faith to 
us, we can ask ourselves if it was their words or their actions that rang true to us. As a Christian believer 
what actions in your life, at work or at home or in relationships are based on your faith? The Creed that 
we say at Mass lists what we believe in. It is very easy to come to church on Saturday or Sunday week 
after week and recite the creed, but do we believe what we say? Do we show to others what we believe? 
Does our daily life actions reflect what we believe?  
 

Too many of us also, forget God and fail to give Him the thanks and the credit for our well-being which 
we owe him. We rush to Him when trouble strikes. In His infinite goodness He often answers such press-
ing prayers. However, if we had thought of Him every day and realized His place in our lives imagine 
how much more confidence we would have when we approached Him in our hour of special need. We 
can all ask God today to “increase our faith” 
 

This past Friday October 4th the Catholic Church celebrates the Feast Day of St. Francis of Assisi. St. 
Francis, who founded the Catholic Church’s Franciscan order, lived in Italy during the late 12th and 13th 
centuries. He is remembered for his generosity to the poor and his willingness to minister to the lepers. 
He is remembered for his love for animals and nature. It is customary for many churches to hold a bless-
ing of the animals in honor of St. Francis. Here at Notre Dame de la Mer we too will be blessing the ani-
mals at 12:00 PM this Sunday October 6th in the St. Ann Church Parking Lot.

Liturgy Corner...learn something new or maybe even become inspired ! 

Question: Why does the priest extend his hands (orans) during the liturgy? 
 
Answer:  
 During the Mass, you may have noticed that the priest will have his hands extended such as during 
the Eucharistic prayer, the opening prayer, or during the prayer of the faithful. This posture, known as the 
orans position, has Jewish roots and has been around for a millennium and half, at least. Drawings in some 
catacombs illustrating the Mass have the image of the priest in this position.  
 The symbolism of this position focuses on the office of the priest. The priest is the one who prays 
on behalf of the people. Therefore, the orans position is only in effect when the priest offers a prayer vo-
cally  on his own. The image of the priest with hands extended shows how he, by virtue of his office, gath-
ers all the prayers of the faithful and presents them to the Father.  Other prayers, such as the Gloria, the 
Creed, and penitential rite, are said as a community. To show this symbolism, the priest folds his hands, 
just as the congregation should fold their hands in obedience to the Eternal God.
