Dear Friends, 
 
In today’s Gospel the Ten Commandments are referenced but Jesus also mentions we need to following him. This 
Gospel to me is a perfect mix of the Old and the New Testament blending together. Following the Commandments 
that God gave to Moses in the Old Testament is a good start but we also need to follow the example of Jesus that we 
see in the New Testament.  
 
In the New Testament (Matthew 5:3-12) Jesus teaches how to be a good and loving person along with the rewards of 
doing so in the Sermon on the Mount. This is where he teaches us the Beatitudes. Those who are poor in spirit, 
mourn, are meek, righteous, merciful, pure in heart, peacemakers and those who are persecuted, all will be rewarded 
in heaven for doing the right thing.    
 
In Matthew 22:34-40, Jesus simplifies the Commandments down to just two. He says, “Love the Lord your God 
with all your heart and with all your soul and with all your mind. This is the first and greatest commandment.  And 
the second is like it: Love your neighbor as yourself.” If you breakdown the Ten Commandments the first three are 
about loving God. Do not have other God’s, do not take his name in vain, and honor his day. The next seven are 
about loving others as yourself. Honor your father and mother, do not kill, do not commit adultery, do not lie, do not 
steal, do not be jealous of what your neighbor has.  
 
The Works of Mercy can also be found spread throughout both the Old and New Testament. We need to instruct the 
ignorant, counsel the doubtful, admonish the sinner, be patient, forgiving, comforting and pray. Along with giving 
food and water to those who hunger and thirst, clothe and shelter those how do not have, visit the sick and impris-
oned, and bury the dead.   
 
As a new school year begins and I start to prepare for my third week of PREP classes I reflect on all these lessons 
both in the Old and New Testaments.  I hope and pray that not only are my students learning these valuable life les-
sons in the classroom but also learning through the example of others, myself included. It is our duty as Catholics to 
lead by example. You are never too young or too old to be kind. Go out and change the world one day at a time.
