What is the Altar Rail

Have you ever walked into an old church or Assumption Church and wondered why there is a rail with a gate
going across the sanctuary? This is known at the altar rail. Prior to Vatican II, altar rails were standard in Catholic
churches throughout the world. These rails would typically have been made of the same material as the main al-
tar. The rails would have also had some kind of design or image. The altar rail at Assumption Church in Wild-
wood Crest has the Lamb with the seven seals (please read Revelations 5:5-7). The purpose for these rails was so

There are great symbolisms behind the altar rail. One is that it signifies the division of heaven and earth. Once the
priest celebrates the Eucharist, heaven comes down to earth. We are in the presence of the Divine. The sanctuary
becomes heaven on earth in a way. As we read in Revelations 5:12, heaven has a great wall surrounding it and
therefore, we have the railing around the sanctuary. In order to go beyond these walls, we need the gate.

The other symbolism closely linked to the altar rail is that it is the Banquet Table! Many of us assume that the
altar would be the Banquet Table, but as mentioned earlier, the altar rail is made of the same material as the main
altar. It was designed this way so that those who would receive Communion kneeling would participate at the
altar in a sense. They would also cover the altar rail with the same white clothe as the altar when it came time for
