Dear Parishioners, 

 

One day while I was volunteering at the parish office Father Mazz asked me if I had heard about “Christ 

Life”. He believed it would be a great ministry for our parish. I told him I did not know what Christ Life 

was. He gave me a name and phone number of a woman who was a Christ Life leader and asked me to 

give her a call. I talked to her several times and became on fire about Christ Life most especially because 

our parish would be hosting the Christ Life Ministry. I went back to Father Mazz happy and eager to get 

started. Donnamarie (Black) Sexton, and Mary Ellen Walder joined me in our new journey of bringing 

Christ Life to our parish. 

 

We began our mission four years ago. We learned to follow Gods plan. We needed to build a team and this 

took time and patience. I am writing to you today to let you know we will be completing our first Christ 

Life Series in November. 

 

What is Christ Life? 

 

The Christ Life series is a three-step process that changes lives, enlightens minds and is transforming  

parishes. 

 

Step 1. Discovering Christ is a seven-week experience that invites people to hear the Good News and  

personally encounter Jesus Christ. Our faith comes alive. 

We begin with prayer then provide a delicious dinner, videos, and conversation. Did I mention this is free? 

 

Step 2. Following Christ is a seven-week journey that explores and encourages our Catholic discipleship. 

 

Step 3. Sharing Christ is a seven week mission that trains Catholics to share Jesus Christ with others and 

invite them to be an active part of the Church community. 

 

In Following and Sharing Christ we begin each week with prayer then videos and small group discussions 

where we encourage and share what we learn. 

 

The Christ Life Team is currently in the planning stages for our second Christ Life Series which will begin 

in the spring. All are welcome and feel free to bring a friend. There is always room for one more at the  

table.

Agnes Gonxha Bojaxhiu was born in Skopje, Macedonia, on 
August 27, 1910. As a young girl, Agnes developed the desire 
to serve God as a missionary. The desire was strengthened at 
age twelve when a Jesuit missionary visited her classroom and 
spoke of his ministry to the people of India. Eventually she 
worked among the poor and dying of India’s slums, bringing 
them love and hope in the Gospel.
