Dear Parishioners, 

 

On All Saints Sunday we customarily celebrate the lives of great people of faith from the past, who have shown 

courageous testimony to the gospel of Jesus Christ.  

 

Interestingly, scripture today is not focused on “all the saints” but on the whole saint.                                                                   
You see, just say the word “saint” and some people immediately think of martyrs.  

The New Testament, however, speaks of saints as ordinary people touched by God’s extraordinary grace. They are 

people who have responded to Christ’s call, “Follow me.” 

 

So how does one become a whole saint? What is the path to follow? 

Both the Apostle Paul and the writer of Hebrews use the metaphor of a race to describe the work of God’s Spirit 

in our lives.  You see, it is so easy in a long-distance race to be distracted by everything else but the finish line. It 

is so easy to grow weary. We lose our motivation. We lose direction.                                                                                             

 

My friends, the whole saint knows that along the way the Christian life, lived rightly, is an uphill climb. 

Perhaps we are the ones keeping  ourselves from being a whole saint by not loving the Lord with all our strength 

and thus unable to discover where we are weak and try to move in that direction with God’s help. 

 

The truth is that only with His power can we experience real courage to act on what is right.  

Indeed, only by God’s grace, can we love more deeply the poor and the hurting as well as the very people we    

criticize. 

 

“Do you not know,” St. Paul asks, “that in a race the runners all compete, but only one receives the prize? Let’s 

run in such a way that you may win it.”  

Today we are being challenged to persevere, cast aside anything that would weigh us down or distract us from 

looking to Jesus who strengthens our faith for the journey.                                                               

 

My friends, because we call ourselves Christian, we are to seriously consider that a whole saint will likely affirm 

what Jesus proclaimed and do as the Master commanded.                                                                                        

 

Love the Lord with all of your strength. Love the Lord with all of your heart, your mind and your soul. And yes, 

love your neighbor as yourself. 

 

That’s a whole saint!
