Dear Parishioners, 

 

This is the first weekend liturgy in the month of November, the month traditionally dedicated to the Holy Souls in 

Purgatory.  What a great and maternal solicitude does the Church show when she urges us to continually remember 

the souls of those who have gone before us.  As the souls in Purgatory cannot pray for themselves, they need our 

prayers, Masses and daily aspirations to help them get to Heaven.  One day, we too, will rely greatly on the prayers 

of others to shorten our time of suffering and separation from God.  Naturally and gratefully, we then become inter-

cessors before God for those who have prayed for us – an effective round-trip ticket, so to speak. 

 

      Our liturgy speaks to us today of two widows – one in the time of Elijah and one in the time of Jesus.  Both wid-

ows had very little human means and were at the end of their ropes.  Elijah interceded to bring about material relief 

to the widow and her son; it does not seem that Jesus intervened directly to relieve the destitution of the widow put-

ting in her coins in the treasury of the Temple.  However, we should not view this as indifference; Christ is very 

aware of the circumstances of her life and praises her complete abandonment to God in her situation.  We instinc-

tively feel that this widow will be highly rewarded in Heaven.  But in the meantime, she seems to have been left 

with very little resources. 

 

     What about us?  Do we abandon to God our concrete situations?  Our health, our family, work, schoolwork, fi-

nances, relationships?  All of our personal circumstances are indications of the will of God for us yet we so often 

feel unsatisfied and discontent.  God gives us everything and everything out of Love. He gives us countless gifts.  

Do we focus on what we do have rather than what we lack?  

 

     One of the greatest gifts that God gives to us is Himself – in the Eucharist in the consecration of Holy Mass and 

then reserved in the tabernacle or exposed in the monstrance for Adoration.  “What do you want me to do for you?” 

Our Lord asked Bartimeus and He asks us the same thing every day.  Time spent before the Blessed Sacrament is the 

ideal situation to tell Jesus what are our needs, hopes and desires and, slowly, we realize that Bartimeus’ answer is 

the same for all of us, “Lord, I want to see.”.  Countless graces are given to us, our families, our parish and the 

Church as a result of Eucharistic Adoration.  Pope St. John Paul II tells us, “The Church and the world have a great 

need for Eucharistic worship.  Jesus awaits us in this sacrament of love.  Let us not refuse the time to go to meet 

him.” Time spent in Adoration is always generously repaid.  So come spend some time with Jesus; He will be so 

happy to see you.
