Message from Fr. Steven Pinzon, Parochial Vicar

THE MONTH OF NOVEMBER
AND THE SOULS IN PURGATORY

Eternal REST grant unto them, O Lord, and let perpetual light shine upon them. May they rest in peace. Amen // REQUIEM
aeternam dona eis, Domine, et lux perpetua luceat eis. Requiescant in pace. Amen.

The month of November is dedicated to the devotion and prayer for the poor and holy souls in Purgatory.

Purgatory, in our day, has become somewhat of a faint piety of an almost desired forgotten time. In my opinion, however, it has
not been truly given, even in the past, a fair and reasonable explanation.

After our life is fully complete, we know there to be an afterlife, even as the soul and body are separated. At that point, a partic-
ular judgment is made for the soul to either deserve or attain Heaven or Hell.

This is where Purgatory comes in. Though this term and doctrine has been mostly held within Catholic teaching (Catechism of
the Catholic Church, 1020-1065), it has also had its place in various religions.

Our Catechism states, "All who die in God's grace and friendship, but still imperfectly purified, are indeed assured of their eter-
nal salvation; but after death they undergo purification, so as to achieve the holiness necessary to enter the joy of heaven".

Purgatory is not a limbo or a third place between the two states of the afterlife. It is also not an eternal existence like Heaven
and Hell, but instead, a temporary one. Eventually, when Christ comes again, Purgatory will cease to exist, and only the two
will remain. Even further, Purgatory is a limited process geared only towards and for the very purpose of a life in Heaven. And
once a soul is in Purgatory, it cannot then go to any place other than Heaven.

The question may still arise of its purpose, and some may say too, that it is a very scary thing to have or to believe. But, on the
contrary, it is thoroughly meaningful and hopeful. In other words, who wouldn't want, especially the one who considers himsel f
a sinner, a little and certain leeway to enter Heaven?

Though Purgatory is not an exact in-between to Heaven and Hell, it is nevertheless a middle-ground, one filled more with mer-
cy than with judgment. We find, then, that the grace of mercy and salvation is profoundly effective and most powerful even into
the world of the afterlife.

As said above, these souls in Purgatory are called both holy and poor: holy in that they will always attain Heaven, and poor be-
cause they still need our acts of kindness. We are, therefore, to pray for and devote ourselves to the souls in Purgatory, which by
tradition, is a spiritual work of mercy, accomplished happily through the centuries by many Saints, including Saints Padre Pio
and Nicholas of Tolentine.

The following prayer comes from the life of St. Gertrude the Great:

Eternal Father, I offer Thee the Most Precious Blood of Thy Divine Son, Jesus, in union with the Masses said throughout the
world today, for all the Holy Souls in Purgatory, for sinners everywhere, for sinners in the universal church, those in my own
home and within my family. Amen.

Liturgy Corner...learn something new or maybe even become inspired !

Reflections on Mysterium Fidei by Pope Paul VI

Sections 34-45

The Holy Father in the next sections focuses on the Sacramental Presence of the Holy Eucharist. Christ is present
in his church in many ways. He is present when she prays. When she performs works of mercy. When she
preaches, and when she governs the people of God. The Eucharist, however, is the par excellence of Christ’s
presence to us and “surpasses all the others” in terms of presence (MF 38). He makes his presence known
through the mystery of the Eucharist every time a priest, whether it be the local pastor or the pope, celebrates
Holy Mass. “It is the same offering, no matter who offers it, be it Peter or Paul” (MF 38). It is important to keep
in mind that the mystery of the Eucharist is a sacrament that possesses symbolism. It symbolizes the unity of the
Church and the love of God in the world today. Symbolism, however, is inadequate to describe the sacrament as
a whole. We believe that the bread and wine after consecration become the Body, Blood, Soul, and Divinity of
Jesus Christ. St. Ignatius of Antioch says, “The Eucharist is the flesh of Our Savior Jesus Christ which suffered
for our sins and which the Father in his loving kindness raised again” (MF 44). The Son of God is “really, truly,
and substantially” present in the Blessed Sacrament.

Jesus never stops being Emmanuel— “God with us.” At every Mass, he is made present and every time we drive
by a Church, he is present. No other faith has this intimate relationship with God. Take advantage of this
beautiful gift. He is always available to hear of concerns, partake in our joys, and feel our love for him.
