From the Desk of Fr. Steven Pinzon - Parochial Vicar

"Pray to the Lord of the harvest to send out laborers into his harvest" (Matthew 9:38).
National Vocation Awareness Week is celebrated this year in the US the week of November 7-13.

This weekend we have Ricardo Lozano, a seminarian of our diocese, to speak with us about himself and his faith
journey. He attends Immaculate Conception Seminary at Seton Hall University. We are happy to have him with us
and at our Masses, and we wish him well in his endeavors and, God willing, vocation to the priesthood.
