Weekly Readings Reflections
33rd Sunday in Ordinary Time
Choose one of the following activities as a way to
further reflect on the Sunday readings:

e Today’s Gospel invites us to live in hope and to
share what God has given us as we await Jesus’
return. What can your family do to live in joyful
hope for Jesus’ return?

¢ Remind the family that your faithfulness and love
is a reflection of God’s love for the world. Make a
poster with a large circle in the center represent-
ing a mirror. Within the mirror, draw pictures or
make a list of ways that your family can reflect
God’s love within and beyond the household.

what they would want to be doing if Jesus re-
turned today.

Liturgy Corner...learn something new or maybe even become inspired !

Question: Why do we have the sign of peace?

Answer: The sign of peace, also known as the kiss of peace (in some cultures and rites, they will per-
form the typical European kiss on both cheeks instead of a handshake), is a tradition that the Church has
included in her sacred liturgy since the early Church. Apostolic Constitutions dating back to the

4™ Century demonstrate the liturgical action of the priest offering Christ’s peace before the congregation.
After this, the people respond by saying, “and with your spirit.” The deacon then tells the congregation to
extend this sign of peace to their neighbors (sound familiar???).

Holy Mother Church views this liturgical gesture as a command of Christ as he said in the Gospel

of Matthew;

“If you are offering your gift at the altar, and there remember that your brother has something against you, leave
your gift there before the altar and go, first be reconciled to your brother, and then come and offer your gift” Mat

5:23-24

How are we to present ourselves before our Eucharistic Lord, who stresses the desire of unity to his
Father in the garden of Gethsemane the night before he was to suffer, and have hatred toward our neigh-
bor? To be blunt, it is impossible! To hold onto hatred is a grave sin only forgivable through the sacrament
of Reconciliation. Loving everyone is not easy, yet God, who is Love itself, calls us to do so. Through his
grace, may we be able to reconcile with our brothers and sisters, so as to imitate Christ and prepare our-
selves to partake in the heavenly banquet on earth, that is the Most Blessed Sacrament—the Holy Eucha-

rist.
