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From the desk of Deacon Rich, Pastoral Associate

Dear brothers and sisters in Christ,

Jesus used the image of a fig tree to teach his disciples an important lesson about reading the "signs of the
times". The fig tree was a common and important source of food for the Jews. It bore fruit twice a year, in
the autumn and in the early spring. The Talmud said that the first fruit came the day after Passover. The
Jews believed that when the Messiah came, he would usher in the kingdom of God at Passover time. The
signs of spring are evident for all who can see. Just so are the signs of God's kingdom and his coming in
judgment. The "budding" of God's kingdom begins first in the hearts of those who are receptive to God's
word. Those who trust in God's word will bear the fruits of his kingdom. And what are the fruits of that
kingdom? In his letter to the Romans, St. Paul tells us the kingdom of God ...is righteousness and peace
and joy in the Holy Spirit.

Jesus tells us that one thing is certain. This world as we know it will not last. But that is not the end. When
the Lord Jesus returns again in glory, he will establish the kingdom of God in all its fulness. We read in the
Book of Revelations that there will be a "new heaven and a new earth" in which "death shall be no more".
That is why Christians pray to hasten Christ's return by saying to him: "Maranatha! Come, Lord Jesus!"
While we do not now know the date or time for the second coming, the signs of its imminent approach will
be evident for all who take notice. God's word is utterly reliable, because God, himself, is utterly trustwor-
thy. His word lasts because he is faithful and he keeps his promises. Do we look with joyful hope for the
fulfillment of all God's promises?

"Lord Jesus, may your kingdom come and may your will be done on earth as it is in heaven. Open our eyes
that we may see your glory. Open our ears that we may understand and obey your word. And open the door
of our hearts that we may welcome you in as our King and Savior."
