Dear Parishioner, 
 
Today we honor Sr. Rosaline Walters OSF, who served our parish faithfully as coordinator of  
Forever Young – our outreach to Senior Citizens and as coordinator of bereavement. Her kind and 
gentle presence has been missed since she returned to her Motherhouse in Syracuse, New York, 
after a bad fall. We are happy to have her back this weekend, joining us at liturgy with two of her 
fellow Franciscan Sisters.  
 
I’ve known Sister Rosaline for many years. The first time I met her I was a seminary student. I was 
in Camden to visit a group of different Franciscan Sisters and ended up at the wrong Convent. In 
typical Franciscan hospitality, the Sisters (of which Sr. Rosaline was one of them) brought me in for 
coffee and cookies and we have been close friends ever since! 
 
Sister Rosaline is a native of Syracuse, she entered the Syracuse Franciscan Sisters almost 60 years 
ago. She spent most of her religious life in education as a teacher and principal at many schools in 
New York and New Jersey. Most of her religious life was spent here in the Diocese of Camden as 
principal of St. Joseph’s Catholic School in Camden and Blessed Sacrament School in Margate. She 
served with me when I was pastor of Christ the King Parish in Haddonfield as a pastoral associate. 
She established a seniors group in Haddonfield that grew in leaps and bounds and exists to this day.  
 
Anyone who has had the pleasure to get to know Sister Rosaline is keenly aware of her many gifts 
and deep compassion. Those who have lost a loved one that had a funeral here at the parish know of 
her calming, spiritual and compassionate outreach. She also formed a bereavement group here at the 
parish that helped those dealing with the pain and emptiness that comes with grief. Many who have 
benefited from her spiritual care have shared with me how much they will miss her. 
 
As painful as it is for me personally, and for so many others here at the parish who love her, it’s 
difficult to have her so far away. But at least we know that she is being so capably cared for by her 
fellow Franciscan Sisters. I have had the opportunity and pleasure to get to know a number of the 
Sisters from her Order and I assure you that they just as kind and loving as Sister Rosaline. I know 
she will be active in compassionate outreach to her fellow Sisters at the Villa in Syracuse. 
 
Please join Sister Rosaline in the back of church after the 10:30 Mass at St. Ann Church. I know she 
would love to see you and it will be a great opportunity to thank her for all her goodness over the 
past eight years here at the parish.  
 
Sister Rosaline thank you for the gift of your friendship and goodness. May the Good Lord bless 
you with good health for many more years to come!
