 Some people hoped for a renewal of the kingdom. Others 

were looking for a specific person, a messiah of either 

kingly or priestly rank. 

Reading II:     Colossians 1:12-20 
Give thanks to the Father. 

 The Letter to the Colossians presents a different image of 

kingship. 

 Kingship now involved preeminence over all creation. 

 The kingdom has moved into eternity, and Christ is the 

first within it. 

Gospel:  Luke 23:25-43 
You will be with me in paradise. 

 At the crucifixion, Jesus died with the sign nailed over his 

head, "The King of the Jews." Jesus did not fit the com-

mon image of the anointed king or messiah. 

 In the Gospel of Luke, Jesus promises a place in his king-

dom to one of the criminals executed with him. 

 The good thief was promised a place in "Paradise" because 

Jesus' death marked the beginning of a new way to

The 2023 Mass Intention book is now open. As directed by Bishop Dennis Sullivan there are some changes to the 

scheduling of Mass Intentions. In order to offer the opportunity for all parishioners to schedule a Mass intention for a 

loved one and to accommodate the recently deceased, each individual is limited to 12 announced Mass intentions per 

calendar year. 

Winter Schedule (January to Memorial Weekend) and (October to December) 
 

Daily:  Only 1 intention 

Saturday (vigil) & Sunday: Only 2 of the 4 scheduled Masses will have multiple intentions. The 3rd Mass will have 

1 intention and the 4th Mass will be Pro Populo (for the people). Masses with multiple intentions will be    

rotated on a weekly basis.  The suggested stipend is $15. 
 

Summer Schedule (Memorial Weekend through September) 

Daily: Only 1 intention 

Saturday (vigil) & Sunday: Same as above except all additional Masses will have 1 intention.
