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Letter From Father Yvans Jazon 

          
Dear Parishioner,     
 
The Church years closes with the great description of the Christ’s Last Judgment. 
This past week we celebrated Thanksgiving, which is a feast of family gathering 
to thank God for all of his goodness toward us. I hope everyone had a good time 
and enjoyed the presence of their family members.  I hope you continue to live in 
solidarity with those who do not have family near by or who do not have the 
blessings to have family members around.  This is the last Sunday of our  
liturgical year. We are praising the Lord for giving us the possibility to celebrate 
all the past 34 Sunday's of the Liturgical year A, where we were able to listen, 
read, and  hear many preaching’s from the Gospel of Matthew.  The Liturgical 
year A comes to a conclusion and next weekend we will start the new Cycle 
 Liturgical year B, where we will reflect every Sunday on the gospel of Mark.  I 
wish you all a blessed New Liturgical year B. I pray for the Lord to continue to be 
in your heart, for you to live His gospel, for you to understand what you 
read.  May He give you intelligence to understand and proclaim his words.  
 
Jesus Christ is a unique King with a unique Kingdom; a king who lives in  
solidarity with the least of His brothers and sisters. Christ creates an open door to 
welcome the hungry and the sick, and the imprisoned.  Christ as a king shows us 
how to humble ourselves to the lowest and most shameful human situations and 
become acquainted with those we find there.  This is the reason why Jesus Christ 
still lives as King in thousands of human hearts all over the world.  The cross is 
his throne and the Sermon on the Mount is his rule of law.  His citizens need to 
obey only one major law: “Love one another as I have loved you."  His love is 
selfless, sacrificial, kind, compassionate, forgiving and unconditional.  That is 
why the preface in today’s Mass describes Jesus’ Kingdom as “a Kingdom of 
truth and life, a Kingdom of holiness and grace, and a Kingdom of justice, love 
and peace." As we may experience it, he does not talk about justice, but he lives 
it. Let us approach the Advent season with a more devout heart as we read the 
gospel of Mark.
