Dear Parishioner,  

 “Be watchful” and “be alert!” These are the words the Lord is telling us as the begin-

ning of this new liturgical season of Advent. This time of year is a time of waiting and pre-

paring. Kids are waiting for their Christmas break. Families are preparing for their Christ-

mas parties. College students…and seminarians…are preparing to submit their last-minute 

work. As a Church, we join in this time of waiting and preparing by preparing ourselves to 

welcome the comings of Jesus.  

 Advent has always had a dual preparation mentality. First, we prepare to celebrate 

Christmas, Jesus’ first coming to this world as an infant. Second, we prepare for his second 

coming to this world as Christ the King when he will judge the living and the dead. These 

two aspects of Advent can be seen in the opening prayers at Mass. During the First and 

Second Sundays of Advent, we focus on the second coming. During the Third and Fourth 

Sunday, we shift our focus to the coming of Christ on Christmas day.  

  Both these focuses demand that we reflect on the question, “am I ready to welcome 

Christ?” Am I prepared to welcome him in the sacraments and in my neighbors? Am I pre-

pared to welcome him if he were to come to judge the world today? This beautiful season 

of Advent allows us to focus on these questions and honestly answer them. Let us all take 

advantage of this season and not only prepare for parties and breaks, but prepare our souls 

to welcome Christ.  

 Know of my prayers for you and your families. Please keep me in your prayers as I 

finish my 13th semester of seminary (only 3 more to go, God willing!).

Reading I:  Proverbs 31:10-13, 19-20, 30-31 
The wise woman receives her reward. 

• The poem of the first reading is the conclusion of the Book of 
Proverbs. 

• It is very likely that the poem is about both a good wife and Wis-
dom herself. 

• The whole poem highlights the point that whoever finds Wisdom 
does indeed find life. 

 

Reading II: 1 Thessalonians 5:1-6 
You are children of the light. 

• The Thessalonians were caught between worry over the immi-
nent return of Christ and the complacency in their faith. 

• Paul instructed them to be diligent in preparing, but not to worry.
