e John uses this opportunity to bear witness to the one
who will come, who will baptize not in water but in the
Spirit.

Liturgy Corner...learn something new or maybe even become inspired !

GAUDETE SUNDAY

The Third Sunday of Advent is known as Gaudete Sunday. Gaudete is a conjugation of the Latin verb
gaudere meaning “to rejoice” or “to be glad”. It is taken from the entrance antiphon: “Rejoice in the Lord al-
ways; again, I say, rejoice. Indeed, the Lord is near.” Unlike the previous antiphons, this antiphon comes from
the New Testament (Philippians 4:4-5). In a certain way, this is the beginning of a new theme for Advent. No
longer are we being told “the lord is coming.” We are now being told that “the Lord is near.”

I think we can compare the preparation of Advent to the preparation of a dinner party. When the party
seems to be weeks away, we tend to put it on the back burner. We focus on the tasks at hand. Then one day when
you are looking at your calendar, you realize that the party is sooner than you thought. Sometimes, this puts us in
a panic. The Church, however, reminds us that our feast is approaching. We change the liturgical color. The
priest is no longer wearing violet but rose. The tones of the prayers and antiphons are different than the previous
weeks. The music is a bit more upbeat. All of this is to remind us that Christmas is just around the corner. As we

enter into these last two weeks of Advent, let us seriously reflect on our readiness for the Lord by asking our-
selves:

Have I made it a point to make a trip to the confessional?

Have I dedicated some time to the Lord outside of the Sunday Mass?

Have I renounced any sins or vices (repetition of the same sin over and over)?

Have I reflected on the true meaning of the Incarnation, God becoming man for the salvation of the world?
