Message From Jon Delgado Director of Music and Liturgy 4

Dear Parishioners,

Today we celebrate the Third Sunday of Advent also known as Gaudete Sunday, meaning rejoice! This
title comes from the beginning of the Latin introit for this Sunday “Gaudate in Domino semper: iterum
dico, gaudete” (“Rejoice in the Lord: again | say, rejoice.”), which is from today’s Second Reading. With
there only being one more Sunday left before Christmas, today’s liturgy takes a more eager and urgent
sense of anticipation.

You will hear over and over again in our readings today “sing” and “rejoice” (great synonyms for
musicians) and this is exactly what our music ministry plans do to tonight during our “Prelude to
Christmas” Concert! | hope you will all join us this evening at Saint Ann Church, 6:00pm as our three
parish choirs, orchestra and our Holy Nativity Pageant Cast will bring you a glimpse of the joy we will
soon experience as we celebrate the Christ Child’s Holy Birth. Our choirs have been working tirelessly
well into the many nights of rehearsal to present this very special concert for our community here at
Notre Dame de la Mer. Now that the choirs are ready, the children excited and the instruments are
tuned, your attendance is all that is left to make this a truly joyous night, and | certainly hope you will
join us. This concert is free to all, however we will be accepting a free will offering to help defray the
cost of the production. Although you will be hearing many Christmas Carols this evening at the concert
you will notice just two Christmas trees will be placed in our sanctuary to remind us all that we are still in
the season of Advent and anxiously awaiting the true beauty of the Christmas garlands, trees, lights
and poinsettias that will adorn our churches as we begin our celebration of the Christmas season on
Christmas Eve.
