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From the Desk of  Fr. Mazz - Pastor 

 

Dear Parishioners , 

 

 As we have begun a new church calendar year and soon celebrate Christmas and a new year of 

Grace (2022), it is customary to make a New Year’s resolution. I would like to propose to all of you, our 

good people of the parish, to consider making, in addition to any personal resolutions like getting in better 

physical shape etc., a spiritual resolution for the year. I would suggest making a general spiritual resolution 

to further develop our spiritual life and to get into even better spiritual shape. We can do that in quite a 

number of ways.  

 The first way, of course, would be to receive Holy Communion at weekend Mass. As you know, 

the obligation to attend Mass has been reinstated except for those that, of course, would be ill or have seri-

ous concerns about their physical health. But to be able to go to Mass on the weekends to hear the read-

ings, to receive Holy Communion and to worship together as a spiritual family is the greatest gift that we 

can receive. Many people come to daily Mass at 8:30 at Assumption Church from Monday through Satur-

day. 

  Secondly, to take full advantage of receiving the sacrament of Reconciliation, particularly if one 

happens to fall into mortal sin. In addition to regularly scheduled times I certainly make myself available 

at other times during the week and even by appointment. What a great feeling of release and spiritual reju-

venation that God offers to us in this sacrament. Jesus forgave sins and passed that authority on to his 

apostles and it has been passed on through the priesthood ever since . 

      Thirdly, I would highly recommend that everyone pray the rosary every day, especially with family or 

friends. Traditionally people pray five decades of the rosary but the full rosary is 20 decades, and quite a 

number of people try to work towards that goal of praying the rosary in it’s entirety. But wherever you 

may be, even if you’re not praying it at all, at least try to start praying a little bit of it. It is a very powerful 

prayer after, of course, the sacraments. 

 I would also recommend the devotions  of the Divine Mercy chaplet, the Magnificat, The St.      

Michael prayer & praying Psalm 91.  Psalm 91 is very powerful particularly in times of threats of sickness 

& illness. One tradition is to pray it seven times a day, particularly during times of illness. 

  Blessing oneself throughout the day, or when one passes the church, as well as wearing Blessed 

religious items like a cross, crucifix, miraculous medal, or a medal of one of the Saints. The use of holy 

water is also very efficacious. 

             So I invite you all to consider using some of these tested & true spiritual practices in your New 

Year’s resolution.

Reading I:   Micah 5:1-4 
From you will come forth a savior. 

 The prophet Micah preached in and around Jerusalem in 

the eighth century B.C. 

 In today’s passage, Micah proclaims that hope will arise 

from another “city of David,” Bethlehem, and not Jerusa-

lem. 

 The new king, the new anointed one who would bring 

salvation, would come like David from Bethlehem, and 

his kingdom would reach to the ends of the earth. 

Reading II:   Hebrews 10:5-10 
One sacrifice instead of many. 

 The reading from the Letter to the Hebrews presents the 

incarnation of Jesus from a different perspective. 

 In today’s passage, the author discusses the difference 

between Jewish sacrifice and the one Christian sacrifice, 

the death of Jesus. 

 Jesus’ sacrifice of himself, a sacrifice offered only once, 

was made possible by his assuming a human body and 

human existence.  

Gospel:    Luke 1:39-45 
Mary visits Elizabeth. 

 In today’s Gospel, Mary travels to the hill country of Ju-

dah, to the home of Zechariah and Elizabeth, where she 

visits Elizabeth. 

 When they meet, Elizabeth proclaims the greatness of 

Mary’s child and John the Baptizer, still in her womb, 

leaps for joy.
