Liturgy Corner...learn something new or maybe even become inspired !

THE HOLY FAMILY OF JESUS, MARY AND JOSEPH

On the feast of the Holy Family, the Church reminds us of the shining examples of Jesus, Mary,
and Joseph. The opening prayer, known as the collect, invokes God’s grace to help us imitate them in
virtues of family life and the bond of charity. Virtues are habitual acts of doing good. Every act that we
do is directed towards God and not evil or selfishness. It allows us to give the best of ourselves to others.
These habits are all rooted in charity, or to use another word, love. Love is what sustains relationships
because it is a total self-giving of oneself to another.

I don’t think it’s a secret, but I’'m just going to say it—no family is perfect. Every family has its
problems. The problems could be anywhere from someone having a drug addiction to two siblings not
talking to each other to a family who is not close to each other. As Christians, however, we are not left to
just deal with these problems. We are not people who say, “it is what it is. What can we do?”” We are
Christians; we are people of hope. The Lord give us models to show us that with him, all things are pos-
sible. That’s what this feast is all about. It is about turning to a family consisting of a divine child with a
Virgin mother and a simple carpenter as their guardian. Let us present our problems to the Holy Family
so that as a family, we all may share their company forever in heaven.
