Hello Parish Family and thank you as we celebrate 108 years of the Miracle at Fátima, Portugal. On  
October 13, 1917, an estimated 70,000 people witnessed the “Miracle of the Sun” in Fátima, Portugal, a 
phenomenon where the sun appeared to spin, change colors, and move erratically across the sky. This 
event was the climax of six monthly apparitions to three shepherd children by Our Lady of Fátima, who 
had promised a sign to prove that the children were telling the truth and that her visits were real. The 
Catholic Church considers the miracle proof of the apparitions. 
  

Our Lady’s Purpose:  Our Lady of Fátima came to deliver to the world an urgent call for conversion of 
sinners, and for prayer and penance for the reparation of sin. 
 

The Three Secrets: Our Lady gave Lúcia dos Santos, Francisco Marto, and Jacinta Marto three 
“secrets:” a vision of hell; a prediction of the end of World War I and the start of another war; and a  
vision of a Pope’s and other religious figures’ deaths. She warned of the immense damage that Russia 
would do to humanity by abandoning Christian faith and embracing atheistic Communism. 
  

Our Lady’s Key Requests: 
  

• Recite the Rosary: Mary promised her special protection and the greatest graces to those who 
recited the Rosary. She urged the children to pray the Rosary every day. 

  

 • Pray for Sinners: Mary asked the children to pray for sinners and make sacrifices for their 
  conversion, as many souls were going to suffer in hell. 
  

 • Reparation for sin: Mary told the children that God desired greater devotion to her Immaculate 
  Heart throughout the world. She requested the consecration of Russia to her Immaculate Heart,  
  and penance, and Holy Communion on First Saturdays in reparation for sins. 
  

Please join us as we celebrate and honor Our Lady of Fátima’s requests to us as we process and pray the 
Rosary at Assumption Church on Monday, October 13, 2025 at 9:00AM, following 8:30 morning Mass.

In 1996, Pope John Paul II declared that Our Lady of Fátima’s call to conversion and penance, issued at 
the start of the 20th century, remained timely and urgent. He said that she “seems to read the signs of the 
times—the signs of our time—with special insight….The insistent invitation of Mary Most Holy to 
penance is nothing but the manifestation of her maternal concern for the fate of the human family, in 
need of conversion and forgiveness.” In more recent times, in 2022, Pope Francis specifically consecrated 

Russia and Ukraine to the Immaculate Heart of Mary, directly fulfilling a request of Our Lady of Fátima.
