Brothers and Sisters in Christ Jesus,

We will be celebrating the appearances in 1917 of Our Blessed Mother of God in a small village near Fatima,
Portugal. Our Lady appeared six times in six months to three children—Lucia, Jacinta and Francisco, ages 10, 9
and 7. With a mother’s care and concern, she opened her Inmaculate Heart to those children, to us, to the
world. You can read below her loving words, her urgent warnings and requests, her promises of peace.

We will be singing songs, listening to God’s Word, and meditating on the Joyful Mysteries, processing from
Church to Primrose Rd and Ocean Ave, praying the Rosary—seeking to do as Our Lady of Fatima requested.

This will be the sixth annual procession sponsored by Notre Dame de la Mer Parish. We will celebrate that
together after the Procession with cake and refreshments in Monsignor Kelly Hall at Assumption Church.

THE SIX APPEARANCES OF OUR LADY OF FATIMA

In her first appearance, Mary said: “Say the Rosary every day to bring peace to the world and the end of the war.”

In her second appearance, Mary gave us the following prayer to add at the end of each decade: “O my Jesus, forgive
us our sins. Save us from the fires of Hell and lead all souls to Heaven, especially those in most need of Thy mercy.”

In her third appearance, Mary promised there would be a miracle so great that all would believe in the apparitions. She
gave us this prayer: “O my Jesus, it is for love of You, for the conversion of sinners, and in reparation for all the wrong
done to the Inmaculate Heart of Mary that I sacrifice myself.” Mary showed the children a vision of Hell and said: “You
have seen Hell, where the souls of sinners go. To save them, God wishes to establish in the world the devotion to my
Immaculate Heart. If people do as I shall ask, many souls will be converted and there will be peace.” This predicted
later requests she would make, through Lucia, for the consecration of Russia to her Inmaculate Heart and for the
Communion of Reparation for a Five First Saturdays devotion.

In her fourth appearance, Mary said: “Pray, pray very much and make sacrifices for sinners. For many souls go to Hell
because there is no one to pray for them.”

In her fifth appearance, when Lucia asked that the sick be cured, Mary said: “Some will be cured, but not all because
Our Lord has no confidence in them.”

"
In her sixth appearance, on October 13, 1917, Mary announced: “/ am the Lady of the Rosary. People must amend their
lives, ask forgiveness for sins, and not offend Our Lord any more for He is already too much offended.” As Our Lady
promised in her third appearance, “The Miracle of the Sun” was witnessed by the gathered crowd estimated at 70,000
people, as well as by villagers in surrounding areas up to 10 miles away. The sun grew and became like a silver disk
emitting colored light, coloring everything in first blue, then red, green and yellow. Then the sun seemed to break
loose from its orbit, “dancing” down towards Earth. The three children were given a vision of the Holy Family and
Jesus as an adult. Lucia was given a vision of Mary as Our Lady of Mt. Carmel. She later became a Carmelite nun.

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Reflections on the Readings

READING I: Acts of the Apostles 6:1-7 — They chose leaders to care for the poor.

+ Itis made clear in this reading that the early Church had its conflicts. The widows were among the poor for whom God had
special concern, and for whom Israel was to be concerned as well. The concern of the early Christians for the Jewish widows
in the community, and their apparent neglect of the Greek widows, gave rise to the conflict addressed in this reading.

READING II: 1 Peter 2:4-9 — Come to the Lord, a living stone.
+ The author of 1 Peter envisioned a new “temple” or place of worship. Christ Jesus is the cornerstone of this spiritual building
and Christians, its building blocks.

GOSPEL: John 14:1-12 — If you know me, you know my father also.

+ The author of this Gospel reading situated the words of Jesus, “l am the way,” in the context of the meal Jesus shared with
His disciples the night before He died. His words brought comfort in the face of impending distress. Jesus’ words also gave
the disciples direction for the days ahead
