Wedding Host Ministry

Why is Lent 40 Days?

The Lenten season is a time of preparation for the liturgical celebration of the suffering, Death and
Resurrection of Christ. Many Catholics spend that time on the three practices of Lent: prayer, fasting &
almsgiving. It is also a time to participate in the Sacrament of Reconciliation.

The season of Lent lasts from Ash Wednesday until the evening of Holy Thursday. If Sundays are
excluded from the count, the season lasts forty days. The forty-day length is rooted in biblical usage of
the number forty. Forty is typically indicative of a time of testing, trial, penance, purification, and
renewal. In the New Testament, forty days is the length of Jesus’ time of trial in the desert in preparation
for his public ministry, proclaiming the Gospel.

The Spirit drove Jesus out into the desert. And he remained in the desert for forty days,
tempted by Satan. Mark 1:12

The face of the earth was cleansed and purified during the promised period of days and nights that rain
poured down during the great flood- “I will bring rain down on the earth for
forty days and forty nights... Gen 7:4

Moses spent forty years as a shepherd in the desert before God called him to lead the Israelites out of
slavery. Acts 7:29

Moses fasted for forty days and nights on Mount Sinai before receiving the tablets of the covenant.
Ex 34:28

The prophet Elijah spent forty days in the desert before encountering God on Mount Horeb. 1Kings 19:8

SAINT OF THE WEEK

Vincent de Paul, Priest

Vincent was born at Pouy, France in 1581, the third of six children. He was ordained a priest and served in
several key positions. He became noted for his work among the poor, and was a chaplain to galley slaves waiting
to be shipped abroad. In 1625, with the help of a wealthy friend, Vincent founded the Congregation of the
Missions (known today as the Vincentians), an order devoted to work among the peasants. In 1633, along with
Saint Louise de Marillac, he founded the Sisters of Charity. In his lifetime, Vincent de Paul established hospitals,
orphanages, and seminaries; ransomed slaves in northern Africa; sent his priests abroad to preach missions; and
organized far-flung relief among victims of war. It is remarkable that one man could achieve so much.

Even though he was ordained a priest at an early age, it took an awakening event for Vincent to recognize what
God was calling him to do. The same is true for many of us, no matter what age we are. God may be asking us to
Saint Vincent de Paul suffered from ill health in his later years and died quietly sitting in his chair at the age of
80 on September 27, 1660 and his memorial is celebrated on the anniversary of his death. He was canonized by
Pope Clement XII in 1737 and declared the patron of all charitable groups by Pope Leo XIII.

Vincent's message today: Even though he was ordained a priest at an early age, it took an awakening event for
Vincent to recognize what God was calling him to do. The same is true for many of us, no matter what age we
are. God may be asking us to do something as simple as praying for our neighbor. On the other hand, God may
be asking us to do much more.

God calls each one of us to be of service, in ways both great and small.
What is it that you are being called to do?

New & Improved Garden Permit Program
Spring is Just Around the Corner

We are delighted to share a couple of improvements to our Gar-
den Permit Program! We have extended the Garden Permit to be
a yearlong program. Additionally, we have added a new option,
now called Garden Permit Prime, which gives families the option
to select an enhanced landscape edging. The annual fee for the
Garden Permit Prime is only $50.

South Jersey Catholic Cemeteries continues to offer the standard
Garden Permit Program which includes black plastic landscape
edging. The annual fee for this option remains at $35.

The Garden Permit Program allows for the planting of flowers in
front of monument markers giving family members the ability to
care for the final resting place of their loved one(s). These gar-
dens are permitted under controlled circumstances and only
where the spacing of the monuments allows for access of equip-
ment. The Garden Permit Program begins every year on March
21, with the start of spring.

An application must be completed in order to participate in the
2022 program. Please note applications and payment must be
received by March 15, 2022 in order to continue with the pro-
gram for those who signed up in March of 2021.
