DIVINE MERCY SUNDAY 

 
"Praise the Lord, for he is good: for his mercy endures for ever" (Psalm 136:1). 
 
It is said that mercy is the greatest attribute of God, and even the greatest of divine perfection.  
 
Christ has told us to imitate this mercy,  "Be merciful, as your Heavenly Father is merciful" (Luke 6:36), 
"for God desires mercy" (Matthew 9:13 and Hosea 6:6) and "Blessed are the merciful" (Matthew 5:7).  
 
It is not a new thing to say that God is a merciful God, "Remember, Lord, your great mercy and love, for 
they are from of old" (Psalm 25:6-7). In other major religions, the concept of Divine Mercy is also very 
significant, as God is called "The Merciful One" or "The Most Merciful".  
 
This weekend, we celebrate the Second Sunday of Easter and Divine Mercy Sunday, within the Octave of 
Easter Sunday. Ultimately during Easter, Jesus reveals to us God our Father, the "Father of Mercies" (2 
Corinthians 1:3).  
 
Eastertime is a precious and glorious moment to receive the God of Mercy, the God who is "rich in  
mercy" (Ephesians 2:4). May we always know and feel his Divine Mercy in our daily life and concerns.   
 
Let us be reminded too of the greatness of mercy by our saints, such as Saints Faustina and Mother Teresa 
of Calcutta. May we include here some of the notable writers and poets of all time who express to us the 
same appreciation of this most august and divine attribute:   
 
 

The quality of mercy is not strain'd; 
It droppeth as the gentle rain from Heaven 
Upon the place beneath: it is twice bless'd; 

It blesseth him that gives, and him that takes: 
'Tis mightiest in the mightiest; it becomes
