Message from Fr. Steven Pinzon, Parochial Vicar

THE HOLY FATHER, THE POPE, AND THE BISHOPS

"The Lord made Simon alone, whom he named Peter, the 'rock' of his Church. He gave him the keys of
his Church and instituted him shepherd of the whole flock. 'The office of binding and loosing which was
given to Peter was also assigned to the college of apostles united to its head.' This pastoral office of Peter
and the other apostles belongs to the Church's very foundation and is continued by the bishops under the
primacy of the Pope".

The above section from the Catechism of the Catholic Church addresses the Gospel passage for this Sun-
day. As Sacred Tradition, it has been passed down to us from the earliest times the scriptural fact that
Jesus, the Head of the Church and the Divine Son of God, sent Peter and the Apostles and their Succes-
sors, the Pope and Bishops, to further His messianic ministry in this world.

Thus, we pray for the Pope and the Bishops of the Church universal. We keep them in particular care,
because by their Ordination they are historical and direct successors to the Apostles themselves, and from
them, the Church and its Clergy are sustained and nourished.

The person and role of the Pope and Bishops may seem very remote to our local way of church life, but
we wish for the whole Church to succeed in all of its aspects, whether it be in dioceses and religious
orders, monasteries and convents, parishes and schools, charities and missions, etc. This institution and
structure of the Church is a core part of our Faith, and not only for a sense of order or precept. Within and
through this, God and the Church pastorally collaborate, and together bring about a truly Catholic evan-
gelization and community.

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Liturgy Corner...learn something new or maybe even become inspired !

Saint Augustine: November 13, 354 - August 28, 430

This famous son of St. Monica was born in Africa and spent many years of his life in wicked living and in false
beliefs. Though he was one of the most intelligent men who ever lived and though he had been brought up a
Christian, his sins of impurity and his pride darkened his mind so much, that he could not see or understand the
Divine Truth anymore. St. Ambrose adopted Augustine as a spiritual son after the death of Augustine’s father.
Through the prayers of his holy mother and the preaching of St. Ambrose, Augustine finally became convinced
that Christianity was the one true religion. He did not become a Christian then, because he thought he could
never live a pure life.

He was baptized at the age of 31, became a priest, a bishop, a famous Catholic writer, and founder of religious
priests. He became very devout and charitable, too. Augustine spent his final days in prayer and repentance,
requesting the penitential Psalms of David be hung on his walls so he could read them. On the wall of his room
he had the following sentence written in large letters: "Here we do not speak evil of anyone."

St. Augustine overcame strong heresies, practiced great poverty and supported the poor, preached very often
and prayed with great fervor right up until his death. Augustine was canonized by popular acclaim, and later
recognized as a Doctor of the Church in 1298 by Pope Boniface VIII. His feast day is August 28, the day on
which he died. He is considered the patron saint of brewers, printers, and theologians. St. Augustine of Hippo is
the patron of brewers because of his conversion from a former life of loose living, which included parties, enter-
tainment, and worldly ambitions. His complete turnaround and conversion has been an inspiration to many who
struggle with a particular vice or habit they long to break.

“Prayer is the key that opens heaven; the favors we ask descend upon us
the very instant our prayers ascend to God.”
