Letter From Father Yvans

Dear Parishioner,

Next weekend July 23-24, we will have an in-pew commitment opportunity to help
those in need here in Southern New Jersey through our House of Charity — Bish-
op’s Annual Appeal. During this extraordinary Year of Mercy, Pope Francis calls
us to go beyond simple giving toward adopting a “theology of poverty.” He bases
this on his belief that Jesus in his divine richness became poor, he became human
in the lowliest state of humanity, as a model of total giving. The beatitude “Blessed
are the poor in spirit” means “letting oneself be enriched by the poverty of Christ
and not wanting to be rich with those riches that are not from Christ.” Christian
giving in this theology goes beyond plain charity, which is good but isn’t the
“Christian poverty” believers are called to embrace, he said. “Christian poverty is: I
give to the poor what is mine, not the excess, but also what is necessary” for one’s
wellbeing. He said “Charity is concerned about the life of our brother, that is not
ashamed... of the flesh of our brother... Our greatest act of holiness relates to the
flesh of our brother and the flesh of Jesus Christ... It means sharing our bread with
the hungry, taking care of the sick, the elderly, those who can’t give us anything in
return.”

Here in the Diocese of Camden our annual appeal seeks to raise funds to provide
care, respect, justice, peace and dignity for every soul in our area. Your generous
donation ensures the vitality of essential Diocesan ministries and programs that
sustain the healing, teaching, and redemptive Presence of Jesus Christ through the
Diocese of Camden. Giving to this appeal is one way to touch the lives of those we
may never meet or who may never be able to thank us personally. It is as Pope
Francis proposes in his theology of poverty, our way of touching the life of the
poor. And he urges us, “Don’t be ashamed of the flesh of our brother, it’s our flesh!
We will be judged by the way we behave towards this brother, this sister.”

I know many of you are not year-round residents of our parish of Notre Dame de la
Mer and that you may give or already have given to your own diocesan appeal. I
ask you to help with our parish appeal and the goal of $145,000 of which we
presently have only raised 32.9% . Your goodness and generosity will help us to
achieve our goal but more importantly, it will change the life of so many in need. It
is in giving that we receive! Thank you and God Bless you for your

goodness of heart!
