From the desk of Fr. Steve - Parochial Vicar

DIVINE MERCY SUNDAY

This weekend, we celebrate the Second Sunday of Easter and Divine Mercy Sunday.

Christ has told us to imitate God's mercy, "Be merciful, as your Heavenly Father is merciful" (Luke 6:36),
"for God desires mercy" (Matthew 9:13 and Hosea 6:6) and "Blessed are the merciful" (Matthew 5:7).

Ultimately during Easter, Jesus reveals to us God our Father, the "Father of Mercies" (2 Corinthians 1:3).
Eastertime is a precious and glorious moment to receive the God of Mercy, the God who is "rich in mer-
cy" (Ephesians 2:4).

The Old Testament Psalms emphasize as well the mercy of God throughout its passages. "Remember,
Lord, your great mercy and love, for they are from of old" (Ps 25:6-7). "His mercy endures forev-

er" (repeated throughout Ps 136). "I have trusted in thy mercy; my heart shall rejoice in thy salvation" (Ps
13:5). "Surely goodness and mercy shall follow me all the days of my life: and I will dwell in the house of
the Lord for ever and ever" (Ps 23:6). "Let thy mercy, O Lord, be upon us, according as we hope in

thee" (Ps 33:22).

Many and various saints have fostered the devotion to God's mercy. St. Therese of Lisieux, "How happy |
am to see myself imperfect and be in need of God's mercy". St. Augustine, "Every day my conscience
makes confession relying on the hope of your mercy". St. Thomas Aquinas, "The work of divine justice
always presupposes the work of mercy and is based on it." St. Catherine of Siena, "By your mercy we were
created. And by your mercy we were created anew".

Saint Faustina, a Catholic nun and mystic of the early 20th Century, fostered in her time the same devotion
to the Divine Mercy. In her mysticism, she would have conversations with Jesus, who would entitle her as
the "Secretary of Divine Mercy". From her diary would come about the "Divine Mercy Chaplet", as well
as the image below of Jesus encapsulating in his person the Divine Mercy.
