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From the Desk of Fr. César Pirateque - Parochial Vicar

Dear Parishioners,

I pray that all of you are well in the Lord! One time, Saint John Paul II was asked what his favorite line in
Sacred Scripture is. Without any hesitation he said, “The truth will set you free.” (John 8:32). The pope
saint not only preached the truth and taught the truth, but he lived in the truth. It has been said that on av-
erage, people lie at least twice a day. Some falsehoods can be what I have heard called “white lies.” I sup-
pose they are what seems to be harmless false information, but no matter any lie does not reflect He Who
is “the way, the truth and the life.” A person may be tempted to lie to get out of trouble, to exaggerate, to
gossip or worse, to hurt someone.

I come from a family who are very honest
with each other, and I am grateful for this gift, but any time I fail, I ask your pardon. I always desire as
one of your priests to be direct with those to whom I am speaking so that our conversations will be in the
Light. Finally, let us all strive to be honest with ourselves. I was looking for a good quote and found this
quote from the book The Brothers Karamazov by Fyodor Dostoevsky, “Above all, don't lie to yourself.
The man who lies to himself and listens to his own lie comes to a point that he cannot distinguish the truth
within him, or around him, and so loses all respect for himself and for others. And having no respect he
ceases to love.”
